Expectations:




Respect
· Students will respect the teacher, each other, and laboratory materials

· If absent for any reason, it is the student’s responsibility to get notes from a trusted friend, as well as to check with teacher for missing assignments. (Email Mrs. J for electronic notes when available.)
· This course assumes a certain level of knowledge and prerequisite material (biology/chemistry basics)…we will review briefly; it is the student’s responsibility to go back and review using suggested classroom texts/Internet sources—as needed 
· Student will come in for additional help---sooner than later!---contact Mrs. J anytime to schedule an appt!
· Missing assignments, late work, and make-ups…..refer to standard policy in student/parent handbook….for example:

· Late work will be marked down 20% each day late (p. 16); no work will be accepted after 4th  day overdue.
· Unexcused absences...students will receive a 0 for missed work/exams (p.24)

· Make-up work (see p. 25- students are given two days for each day absent)
